RE: Year 3 Trips 2025/26
Dear Parents/Carers, 

At Lubbins Park, we have planned an exciting curriculum for your children to engage them with their learning and to spark their curiosity. A large part of this is the trips and visits that we have planned to enhance and inspire their learning. These trips and workshops make the memories of school for our children, as I’m sure they did for you when you were in school.

Below you will see a list of planned trips and visitors for your child’s year group, as well as the cost per person for each event. We ask that you make a contribution for each of these events prior to the trip or event taking place. This can be done in one payment, or in smaller payments spread over time. Please be aware that these events cannot be funded without contributions from parents and therefore they may be subject to cancellation if enough contributions are not received. We always try our best to keep costs as low as possible and we truly believe that all of these experiences will be invaluable to the children. 

The visits and experiences for year 3 are as follows:

Roman Workshop

As part of their history topic, the children will be learning about the Romans. To support this, they will be taking part in a Roman workshop at school. The workshop will be run by a ‘Roman soldier’, who will tell the children the story of the Roman invasion of Britannia as well as how the Romans lived. Children will have the chance to look at Roman artefacts (such as coins, brooches, glassware and pottery), play simple and fun Roman board games and learn Roman army training tactics and battle charges. We will also be inviting the children to dress up as Romans on this day.
Tower of London

We believe that it is extremely important for our pupils to have the opportunity to visit our capital city and experience some its key landmarks. In year 3, the children will be visiting the Tower of London. On this trip, they will take the train from Benfleet to Fenchurch Street and from there they will walk to the Tower of London. Once there, the children will have the opportunity to explore the site and see the picturesque grounds as well as the Jewel House and Crown Jewels. The children will also be taking part in a session all about the wives of Henry VIII, where they will learn about each of these famous queens and uncover the truth about royal marriage in the Tudor period. 
Please note: At this time, C2C are unable to confirm the cost of the train for this trip as it is too far in advance so we have been unable to include this in the price given in the table below. Therefore, please anticipate that the cost of the trip will rise by approximately £4. 

World Book Day Storyteller Visit

To get in the spirit for world book day, we will be having professional storyteller Hannah Brailsford visit the children. During this workshop, the children will experience the art of storytelling and even give it a go themselves! This will help to support their oracy and literacy skills, as well as help to ignite their imaginations and get them excited about the rest of our world book day celebrations. This experience has been kindly funded by the Lubbins Park PTA – thank you!
Neasden Temple

Due to the popularity of this visit last year, the children will be visiting the Neasden Temple in London, one of Europe’s most stunning Hindu temples. This visit will offer students a valuable cultural and educational experience, including a guided tour, a chance to observe a traditional prayer ceremony, and an interactive exhibition on Hindu beliefs. The trip supports our curriculum in Religious Education and promotes understanding of different cultures, values, and communities.
Islam Workshop

The children will be taking part in a workshop delivered by UK charity ‘Discover Islam’. This will be an excellent opportunity for children to learn about the basic tenants of Islam such as the Five Pillars and the Prophets. The session will also cover Islamic beliefs on the sacredness of water, which will support the children in their summer term RE question, ‘Why is water symbolic?’. 

Please see below a breakdown of the costs per pupil of all of these amazing experiences. All payments are set up on our School Gateway app. These can be paid off little by little throughout the year or in one lump payment; however, please be aware that each individual visit / experience needs to be paid for at least one week before the event is due to take place. In the event of a visit or experience needing to be cancelled due to a lack of contributions, the office will be in contact to share this information with you.
